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Saltaire URC’s AGM Secretarvy’s Report
17t September 2013

A year ago, the idea of seeking the appointment of a full time chaplain for Saltaire
with responsibility for the ministry of this church was only in its very early stages.
Since then, we have made a formal application for Special Category Ministry, have
received a visit from two assessors, a promising response along with an enquiry for
more details, which have been supplied, and we await a final decision of the
committee at the end of this month. If they agree to fund this initiative, then initial
information about the post, which | have recently submitted, will be circulated to all
URC ministers in October and November. A full Church profile needs to be ready to
respond to any requests from possible candidates. Work on this initiative has been
paramount during the last twelve months and hopefully will come to fruition within
the next year. The development is one which needs the enthusiastic and prayerful
support of the whole congregation.

Over the last year Angela Priestley has worked hard as our Pulpit Supply Secretary
to ensure that the church has been well served by our Interim Moderator., the Rev.
Alan Evans, visiting preachers and worship led by members of the congregation.

Since our last church meeting, 10 babies have been baptised at the church. The
Toddlers’ Group continues to thrive; this week there were 12 babies and toddlers
and 12 adults at the meeting. As in previous years, on the first Saturday in
December we erected the Christmas tree and then held an Advent Service for
children, which this year was really well attended. Bible story books were given out
to all the children. Some of the Toddlers come to our Junior Church on a Sunday,
which David and Helen O’Loan continue to run with great enthusiasm and it is
hugely appreciated.

There have been a number of weddings over the year. We are getting more
frequent requests from Pentecostal or other Evangelical Church members to be
married at Saltaire — which would be acceptable, but they are all requesting that the
service should be conducted by their own Pastors — in effect all they want to do is to
hire the premises. Alan Evans and | have agreed that it must be made clear to
prospective wedding couples that the ceremony must be undertaken by a URC
representative in keeping with the statement in the register that the ceremony has
been conducted according to the URC rite.

The Under 40's group has continued and 8 of their number were received into
Church membership in April. Since then 2 more members have been added to the
Church Roll. They have organised various events — a walk, a barbecue, a
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communion using homemade bread and wine. Leona Holland, one of this group,
has taken over as the editor of the Church Magazine.

The fellowship has continued to thrive and 2 more members, David and Sandra
Newton joined our membership in September 2013. A weekly half hour Prayer
meeting organised by David, Helen and Caleb O’Loan has been instigated with ten
or so members in regular attendance.

The church has been open to visitors through the summer months and on Sundays
through the work of volunteers being here to oversee the tourists. A great many
people have been here and been appreciative of the church. Special parties have
been catered for, some of them in conjunction with Saltaire Walks and others after a
direct booking with the church. This work has been overseen by Doreen and Len
Morris with assistance from John and Angela Priestley, Joyce Poot and Geoff and
Dorothy Mawson, who have opened the church on a number of Saturday
afternoons. Pauline Sleight, who for many years now has been quietly and
industriously carrying out work as our archivist, along with lan Livingstone and
Joyce Poot, has produced a new Church Guide which is now on sale.

Events during the year have included a concert by the Hammonds Saltaire Band
held in early November, and at the end of November we organised a Cake Stall in
aid of the Children in Need Appeal when Maggie Silver again allowed us into the
Mill for this. This event was supported incredibly well and raised over £300.

Sadly we had the funeral in December of Peter Richardson who had served this
church so well in so many ways over so many years. Our condolences are with his
widow Nancy in her loss. The funeral of Doris Lee was held on the same day. Doris
and her late husband Horace had attended the church faithfully for a number of
years.

With the help of the Cubs and Beavers we delivered the Shipley Churches Together
Christmas Cards, plus the Carols by Candlelight service brought a great
congregation and Joanna and Duncan Brown and daughter Sienna took major parts
in helping me to lead the worship. Their baby Anya was also in the pulpit with us
and behaved utterly impeccably. Christmas Eve communion was conducted by the
Rev. Alan Blue, and was well attended and similarly a goodly number were there on
Christmas morning.

During January and February snow was a major factor in curbing some of the
church activities, but improved to allow our Easter services to be well attended.
Wedding Preparation Classes were held in March, April, May and June at Vicars;
they were jointly led by the Rev. Colin Blake, (Fresh Expressions minister for the
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area) and me. These went well and were really well received. The good weather for
the summer barbecue and the summer fete was much appreciated.

In August this year, Rob and Stacey Cowan, the parents of a baby who had been
baptised here in April 2013 requested that the funeral of their 3 day old baby boy
should take place here and asked that | should conduct that service. | was deeply
moved at the number of church people who came along on that day to support me
and the family. A number of them had taken time off work to be here.

So much caring work is done here, for people who visit and for those who attend
regularly, and so much of it is unheralded and unsung. We are a team and all of us
contribute according to our skills and ability. Our Treasurer, Chairmen and
members of the Finance committee, those who visit the bank regularly to deposit
funds, fund raisers, church openers, organist and choir, worship leaders, flower
arrangers, the magazine editors printer and contributors, rota compilers, bible study
and prayer leaders, café openers and cake bakers, those who undertake
caretaking, mending and cleaning tasks: all are essential to the smooth running of
our church. We are interdependent and together we can manage to achieve so
much.

We must always remember that all these tasks are not just to maintain our building
or our presence there, but that our mission is to preach the gospel of Jesus Christ.
We need to maintain our own personal pilgrimage and our corporate Christian life if
we are to be true to our high calling. If we can achieve that we can go confidently
into the future as the people of God.
